Summer Food Service Program Online Mapping Tool

The Food Research Action Center (FRAC) has set up a geographic information systems mapping website specifically for the Summer Food Service Program. This website uses 2000 census data, and can be used to determine SFSP eligible areas. You can access this website by going to: http://216.55.182.132/FairData/SummerFood/map.asp?command=scope&map=0
On the opening page of the website you will see a map of the U.S. 


1. Click on the “Find” tab at the upper left hand corner of the website.


2. You can enter either a specific address or just the name of a city or town. View the map at the city or town level in order to get a broader overview of the area or zoom in for a closer look at a specific neighborhood. 


3. Look for color blocks of dark orange, dark pink or light pink. These colors designate areas where greater than 50% of children under 19 live in a household whose income is at or below 185% of the poverty line. When working with community partners, ask them what is located in these areas. Are there parks or churches in the area that could host a summer program? Are there existing programs in those areas that could receive summer meals?


4. The light blue triangles with dots in the center designate summer food sites, but this is very out of date and should not be an indication of where sites were located in 2008.
